Over an extended July 4th weekend, I again stayed at the Amoray Dive Resort in Key Largo, Florida.  The surface temperature  was 90 degrees all days and the water temperature was 85 degrees, typically.   During my stay I performed 6 more dives ( 3 wreck and 3 reef) at the following locations: Marathon, Florida; John Peneekamp Coral Reef State Park; and Big Pine Key Florida.  Two notable wrecks stand out: The Thunderbolt and The Adolphus Busch.  The other wreck was the Benewood which was observed 3 times on diving and one as snorkeling recently with ECD LLCtHE Thunderbolt and or Adolphus Busch  can be used on the Wreck Trek in the Florida Keys.  Consult: http://www.fla-keys.com/diving/wrecktrek/  .  There are other dive providers that participate but not specifically listed on this website.  An example is the Amoray Dive Resort.  Those that had the opportunity to go with ECD LLC recently  were able to get 3 Wreck Trek wrecks while there in June 2010.
[image: ]I drove to Marathon Florida from Key Largo to dive the Thunderbolt.   The dive provider is located at the following web link:  http://www.captainhooks.com  .
 It is only a 1 hour drive to that location and a 15-20 minute boat ride to the dive site.  Dive 127:   Nitrox 32% used, 1000 psi end from 3000 psi, 114 foot depth achieved, 30 minutes, 3 limited penetrations: wheelhouse and cargo areas twice.  The dive provider even provided a free copy
 of the picture below as a dive map.












I also drove from Key Largo to Big Pine Key to dive on the Adolphus Busch.  Further information can be obtained from the website:  http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/The_Adolphus_Busch  and http://www.divespots.com/scuba/spotID-87/view.divespot  .    It takes 1.5 hours to drive from Key Largo to Big Pine Key and then a 30 -40 minute boat ride to the dive site.  The dive provider is located at:  http://www.diveinnerspace.com  .  Dive 131: Nitrox 30%, 1200 psi end from 3000 psi, 106 foot depth reached, 30 minutes, limited penetration of wheel house and cargo hold.
